Connecting the mains power supply lead
The supply lead consist of three wires:
L 	 = phase conductor (usually black, brown or grey)
N	 = neutral conductor (usually blue)
PE	= protective-earth conductor (green/yellow)

If you are in any doubt, identify the conductors 
using a voltage tester; then disconnect from the 
power supply again. Connect the phase conductor 
(L) and neutral conductor (N) to the terminal block. 
The protective-earth conductor can be looped 
through by means of terminal (E).
